This year, the United States will commemorate the 100th anniversary of the 19th Amendment. The transforma-
tive constitutional amendment guarantees that the right of citizens to vote shall not be denied on account of
sex. The amendment was passed in large part due to the women’s suffrage movement, a long struggle to
ensure that women and men were equally deserving of all the rights and responsibilities of citizenship.

To enter, students must write an essay addressing the following question:

With the upcoming 2020 Presidential Election in mind, explain the importance of the 19th Amendment
and then provide an example of a contemporary problem that still persists, with respect to equality in
voting rights. Furthermore, discuss the challenges policymakers face in fixing the problem you have

identified.
